The Conference: The 40

th
 Annual Conference of the Southern Regional Honors Council will take place 

at the Hyatt Regency Tampa located in the heart of the city in downtown Tampa, from 12:30pm on 

Friday, March 30, until 12:00pm on Sunday, April 1, 2012.  Honors students and faculty from honors 

programs and colleges throughout the southern region are invited to submit proposals. 

  

Presentation Options:  Options include individual podium presentations (10-15 minutes and 5 minutes Q 

& A), poster presentations, and short panel presentations (20 minutes and 10 minutes Q & A).  We will 

continue to offer options such as Digital Film (max 6 minutes), music performance (max 5 minutes), and 

art or sculpture (exhibition).  For honors faculty and administrators, we will organize ‘Best Practices’ 

sessions on such topics as curriculum design, interdisciplinary courses, recruiting and retention, outcomes 

assessment, program evaluation, and co-curricular activities.  Presenters must register for the conference.
